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The Lincoln Theatre sprang to life more
than nine decades ago as a sparkling
centerpiece of silent movie and vaudeville
entertainment. There was a time, in the
early 1980s, when the Lincoln Theatre fell

into disrepair and eventually closed.

However, thanks to a multi-year
restoration program strongly supported
by our local community, this architectural
beauty is now as vital a part of our culture

as it was when it opened in 1926.
